Borkow Vineyard

The Borkow Zinfandel Vineyard occupies a small,
steep slope at the junction of Dry Creek Road and
Canyon Road on the north end of the Dry Creek
Valley. The combination of location, exposure and
very poor, porous soil produces grapes with intense
bright fruit flavors and incredible, perfumed aromas.

Bradford Mountain Vineyard

Planted in the 1980s on the western edge of Dry
Creek Valley, our Bradford Mountain Estate Vineyard
is 32 acres on the very top of the mountain (elevation
1000 feet). We took great pains to find the proper
varietals and clones to plant in the mineral-rich
mountain soil. The well-drained, red-clay soil,
combined with sunny days and cool nights, produces
small, intensely flavored grapes with a higher acidity
and a lower pH than valley fruit.
